Cruise to Himmelpfort and stroll
on the moorlands or take a picnic ashore to the
grounds of Oranienburg’s historic castle.
Cosmopolitan Berlin has many attractions 
waiting for you.  Visit the Brandenburg Gate,
stroll through Tiergarten, the city’s largest park,
and examine the Eastside Gallery, the longest
surviving section of the Berlin wall.  Ramble
through the pretty river setting at Potsdam.
