This lively city offers its visitors
history, waterways, and in particular cheese. This afternoon why not
take a train and visit the town of Hoorn, situated
on the edge of Lake IJssel. Optional cycle
ride to Enkhuizen from Hoorn (24 miles).

Take a train from Alkmaar to Den
Helder and then go by ferry to the
pretty island of Texel or cycle from
Bergen to the renowned
Zwanenwater Nature Reserve for a
longer day’s cycle ride (27-35 miles).
