Glen Coe, Western Scottish Highlands

Alltshellach, a former Bishop's House, enjoys a classic highland location on
the shores of Loch Leven, looking over to the very impressive mountains of
the Ballachulish horseshoe. The fine grounds offer scope to paint boats,
mountains and the loch, and the three comfortable lounges and bar inside
offer space to relax, look at slides on a photography break or to play
Bridge. The beauty of the Highlands can be explored through our
gardens holiday, Rover small-coach tours, or birdwatching break (see our 2006 Walking
Holiday brochure).
