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9Abingworth, Sussex and the
South Downs

Delight in the beauty of the natural chalk
downland landscape, the marvellous views from
Devil’s Dyke and the manmade environment as
well. From the old stone, flint and half-timbered
dwellings with their old fashioned cottage
gardens at Amberley to Steyning, a medieval
town with over 60 listed buildings. We’ll explore
the once thriving small ports of Bramber and
Bosham - one on an estuary now silted up, the
other still used by pleasure craft. A wander
through the Weald and Downland Open Air
Museum will bring to life the homes and rural
industries of the last 500 years and should it rain
when we visit the Elizabethan mansion of
Parham House we can always stretch our legs in
the 160ft long gallery. 

Short walks will include

Short, easy strolls on the South Downs and in
the parkland of Petworth designed by Capability
Brown.

Bourton-on-the-Water,
Cotswolds

The distinctive honey-coloured stone of the
Cotswolds buildings and the beautiful, green
rolling countryside will be a constant feature of
your tours. We will visit thriving market towns
such as Cirencester with its wool merchants
houses and refurbished museum, and pretty
villages such as Broadway. At Sudeley Castle,
once the home of Katherine Parr, you will be
able to enjoy a stroll around its eight
magnificent gardens. We shall also enjoy some
peaceful moments in the tranquil surroundings
of Hailes Abbey and one of the Cotswolds’
lovely gardens.

Short walks will include

Short, gentle walks on National Trust land at
Dovers Hill and the Sherborne Park Estate with
views over the Windrush Valley.

Brecon, Mid Wales
Enjoy a gentle day visiting medieval and Tudor
villages. In contrast take a dramatic drive on old
drove roads into some of the wilder parts of
Wales and watch agile, wild Red Kites being fed.
At Aberdulais Falls we come across a mixture of
natural beauty and industrial heritage and the
largest electricity generating waterwheel in
Britain. We’ll enjoy the hustle and bustle of the
local towns, Abergavenny, Crickhowell and 
Hay-on-Wye, as well as the late medieval
grandeur of Tretower Court, and the peaceful
surroundings of Llantony Priory.

Short walks will include

We will be able to stretch our legs with an easy
walk towards the Lady Waterfalls at Pont
Neddfechan and a stroll along the
Monmouthshire and Brecon Canal.

Conistonwater, Lake District
As well as visiting the larger lakes of Coniston
and Windermere, you’ll see smaller gems such
as remote Blea Tarn, and Tarn Hows, with its
views of the Langdale Pikes. We’ll travel through
the Langdale Valleys and pause for refreshments
at the Old Dungeon Ghyll Hotel with its famous
climbers’ bar. Lakeland is famous for its literary
connections and we will visit countryside and
villages such as Coniston, Hawkshead and
Troutbeck that would have been familiar to John
Ruskin, Beatrix Potter and William Wordsworth.
We’ll visit Brantwood, Ruskin’s home. A cruise
on Coniston will enable us to enjoy the lake at a
leisurely pace while a drive over the dramatic
Hardknott and Wrynose Passes rewards us with
spectacular views.

Short walks will include

Short, easy strolls at the smaller tarns and at
Grizedale to see some of the fascinating wood
sculptures that fill the forest.

Conwy, Snowdonia 
As well as venturing into the mountains of
Snowdonia we shall explore further afield to the
Lleyn Peninsula with its rocky coast and sandy
beaches, Denbighshire and the Isle of Anglesey.
We will visit the massive 19th century Penrhyn
Castle which is crammed with unusual items,
explore the fascinating Welsh Slate Museum and
Caernarfon with its impressive castle. On Anglesey
we will visit Beaumaris with it’s sturdy castle, the
remains of a 4th century village and the elegant
18th century house of Plas Newydd, beside the
Menai Straits. When you are in the mountains you
will be surrounded by wild and rugged beauty and
hardly notice the time it takes for us to wind along
the mountain roads. Local churches will often
provide the clues to the area’s history. 

Short walks will include

Short, gentle walks to the Grey Mare’s Tail
waterfall, along the coast at Porth Dinallen,
beside Llyn Brenig which is surrounded by forest
and high heather moorland and at the mountain
village of Llanberis.

Derwentwater, Lake District
The rugged mountains of the northern Lake
District provide a dramatic backdrop to your
holiday. Explore Borrowdale which becomes
increasingly wild and beautiful as it progresses
into the hills, and graceful Buttermere. We’ll
travel through some impressive mountain passes
including Honister, Newlands and Whinlatter.
We’ll visit the dramatically sited Castlerigg Stone
Circle, and the stately house and gardens of
Hutton-in-the-Forest (except in October). A trip
on a lake “steamer” across the waters of
Ullswater will put us in the best place to see the
steep-sided mountains and we will travel to the
quiet and unspoilt area known as 
Back o’ Skiddaw and visit Caldbeck, one of
Cumbria’s most interesting and attractive
villages.

Short walks will include

A wander in the Lowther Estate and a short,
gentle walk beside Buttermere.

Dovedale, Derbyshire Dales
Many say Dovedale is the most beautiful in the
whole Peak District. We’ll explore its limestone
gorge and the nearby villages of Alstonefield and
Hartington, while slightly further afield our stops
will include the market towns of Ashbourne and
Bakewell and the idyllic village of Tissington.
We’ll travel north to the Dark Peak to visit
Castleton, home of the Blue John Stone,
travelling through Edale and the Hope Valley.
The peaceful village of Eyam hides a grim history
of the plague while at Haddon Hall a terrace
garden surrounds the beautifully preserved
fortified manor house. 

Short walks will include

Short, gentle walks along the canal beside the
river in Dovedale, to Arbor Low stone circle, and
in the rolling parkland of Ilam Hall.

Freshwater Bay, Isle of Wight 
Smugglers, poets and the Royal family have all
enjoyed the countryside of the Isle of Wight and
this Rover holiday will show you why. We’ll
explore the old smuggling town of Brighstone, a
pretty village with a thatched post office. The
church at Bonchurch, built by monks from
Normandy, and Whippingham Church designed
by Prince Albert offer further insight, and we’ll
admire the distinctive landmark of The Needles
from Alum Bay. We can look back in time at the
refurbished Brading Roman villa and at Yarmouth
we can watch all the bustle of the quayside at
this busy little port. We’ll also take in Osborne
House and gardens (except in October), once
home to Queen Victoria it is always a treat to
visit.

Short walks will include

A short, easy stroll in Newtown Nature Reserve,
at Ryde overlooking the Solent, to Ventnor
Botanic Gardens and along paths once trod by
Tennyson.

Glen Coe, West Highlands
The Scottish Highlands with its vast mountains
and huge expanses of wilderness make a
dramatic location for your Rover holiday. Rides
are longer than from some of our Houses in
England but with the magnificent views which will
be a feature throughout the week and the
frequent stops to take a longer look, the
Highlands unparalleled scenery demands it!
We'll visit atmospheric Glen Coe with its mixture
of overwhelming mountain scenery and tragic
history; travel across Ardgour to the coast at
Moidart and visit Glenfinnan Monument at the
head of Loch Sheil, a place of inspiration for
Bonnie Prince Charlie. We’ll take a ferry trip to
the isle of Mull to enjoy the gardens of Torosay
Castle and travel to Inverary overlooking 
Loch Fyne.

Short walks will include

Easy walks in the forest at Glen Coe, along the
coast and at the Bridge of Orchy.

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Haytor, Dartmoor and 
South Devon

The wilderness of Dartmoor combined with the
gentle rolling countryside of South Devon,
bordered by the sea makes an attractive
combination. We’ll wind our way along narrow
moorland roads to see pretty villages such as
Changford and the famous Widecombe in the
Moor. Our routes across Dartmoor will take us to
the fascinating working forge at Finch Foundry,
powered by waterwheels and to Buckland Abbey,
the unusual home of Sir Frances Drake. We will
leave the moor to explore South Devon including
a boat trip along the river Dart, Exeter cathedral
and the magnificent sweep of Slapton Sands
fringing Start Bay.

Short walks will include

Strolls around moorland villages and along
gentle moorland tracks.

Malhamdale, Yorkshire Dales
Ride to Malham Village and the awe-inspiring
gorge of Gordale Scar; the pretty village of
Arncliffe and the solidly built market town of
Settle. Wharfedale is a tranquil setting for the
ruined priory church at Bolton Abbey and a
gentle riverside walk. Spectacular views will be a
feature of the week, especially when travelling
over the remote moorland of the Forest of
Bowland and the Tatham Fells. We'll amble
around Grassington, which is all that a Dales
village should be; and explore the historic market
town of Kirkby Lonsdale and the small cathedral
city of Ripon. 

Short walks will include

A short, easy walk to see the spectacular
staircase waterfalls at Aysgarth and another
around the World Heritage Site of Fountains
which will allow us to see the preserved abbey
ruins and formal water gardens.

Sedbergh, Yorkshire Dales
Choosing a highlight from your Rover holiday at
Sedbergh is tricky; you’ll enjoy days in the
Howgills Fells, the Yorkshire Dales and the aptly
named Eden Valley. There will be plenty of stops
at historic market towns and villages including
Appleby, famous for its annual horse fair, Reeth,
Hawes for a chance to visit the Dales
Countryside Museum and Dent with its quaint
cobbled streets. Every day you will be travelling
through beautiful scenery including Wensleydale,
quiet and unspoilt Swaledale, Langstrothdale and
over the Buttertubs Pass. As well as the scenic we
view the unusual, such as the intriguing
mechanical swan at the Bowes Museum. 

Short walks will include

Short, easy strolls to view a few of the many
Yorkshire waterfalls including Cautley Spout and
High Force and a chance to wander in Swaledale.

Selworthy, Exmoor and 
the Quantocks

The largely unspoilt wilderness of Exmoor,
bounded in the north by high cliffs plunging into
the sea is perfect Rover country. You will have
the chance to explore the Valley of the Rocks
with its weird rock formations; visit Cleeve Abbey
which has some of the finest, most complete
cloister buildings in England, the village of
Dunster with its castle and distinctive Yarn
Market and the coastal village of Lynmouth
linked to neighbouring Lynton by a cliff railway.
We shall visit the fine house and gardens at
Knightshayes and travel by steam train beside
the Quantock Hills.

Short walks will include

Gentle strolls to the coast, and to admire the
views from Selworthy and Dunkery Beacons.

St Ives, Cornwall
Cornwall has an abundance of wild and rugged
coastline and golden, sandy beaches, which we’ll
visit together with one of the many unique
gardens of the area where plants enjoy the mild
Cornish climate. We’ll travel to the Lizard, 
well-known to naturalists for its flowers, rare
insects and breeding colonies of seabirds. We’ll
take in some of the sites of Cornwall’s industrial
heritage and explore some of Cornwall’s
picturesque small fishing harbours. There will be
the opportunity to visit some of the area’s more
unusual museums such as the Pilchard Works in
Newlyn where fish is prepared using traditional
methods, the Submarine Telegraphy Museum and
the Wayside Museum at Zennor, a village famous
for its mermaid. We’ll also have a relaxing day
exploring the Fal estuary and enjoying the exotic
plants at Trelissick garden.

Short walks will include

Short, easy strolls in Tehidy Country Park and on
the Lizard.

Whitby, North Yorkshire
Tucked in between the North Yorkshire Moors and
the North Sea Coast, Whitby provides the perfect
base for a Rover holiday. We'll visit some of the
picturesque fishing villages clinging to the cliffs,
such as Runswick and Robin Hood’s Bay, and the
seaside town of Scarborough. We'll follow Cook's
trail by heading inland to Great Ayton, the village
where the famous seafarer went to school.
Moorland villages give us a feel for life in the
moors; villages such as Goathland and Rosedale
Abbey and especially Hutton-Le-Hole, where
sheep freely roam the village green and where
Ryedale Folk Museum displays crafts and
buildings from early Tudor to Victorian times. We
will find peace and tranquillity at the unique
monastic site of Mount Grace and marvel at the
magnificent ruins of Rievaulx Abbey. We'll explore
the market towns of Thirsk with its James Herriot
connections and Pickering with its market, castle,
steam railway and church with unique medieval
wall paintings. 

Short walks will include

We will get the most from our visits with short,
easy strolls along hilltops to take in breathtaking
views, and around unspoilt villages, along the
Temple Terrace at Rievaulx, plus a bracing
seaside walk at Filey.

✔ Rover Tours are about enjoying

the countryside. We do go to
see plenty of attractions but for
flexibility don’t include the cost
of admissions, unless we think
they are unmissable. 

✔ Each day we provide transport
for daily guided trips leaving
about 9.30am and returning
around 5.30 to 6.00pm.

✔ Evenings usually include a short
briefing on the next day’s
activities with time to socialise
afterwards.

✔ Short, led walks are included on
most days, up to around two
miles or less at a time.
Examples of the walks you can
expect are listed at the end of
each holiday description.
Although it is not always
possible we do try to cater for
those prefering not to walk with
an alternative attraction for you
to see, a café to wait at or an
attractive place from which to
watch the world go by.

✔ You need to be fit enough to
spend lots of time on your feet
and walk around places of
interest. There could be steps,
occasionally a little steep
ground, but we allow plenty of
time to negotiate it. Ask if you
need more detail before making
your choice.
